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Effective March 2023, the Uganda National Bureau of Standards
renewed its contract with SGS to provide Pre-Export Verification
of Conformity to Standards services.
The Program requires that all products with applicable compulsory
Ugandan standards are assessed for conformity before
importation into Uganda. 
A Certificate of Conformity is to be issued to demonstrate
compliance of the products to the applicable standards. 

Goods imported into Uganda require a Certificate of Conformity
(CoC)

UNBS does not recognize Certificates of Conformity (CoCs)
from the Bureau of Standards of any EAC partner state

To obtain a CoC the importer/exporter must:
