The standard specifies principles, requirements and guidance
for achieving and demonstrating carbon neutrality through
quantifying, reducing and offsetting the carbon footprint.

It unites carbon neutral and net zero to remove doubt and
provides a defined structure that supports the journey to carbon
neutral/net zero.

The standard was built upon and replaces PAS 2060 (carbon
neutrality). It also builds upon existing GHG quantification,
reporting, validation and verification standards, including:

ISO 14064-1 (quantify and report GHG emissions and
removals) 
ISO 14064-3 (verify and validate GHG statements)
ISO 14067 (GHGs – carbon footprint of products)
